SPCK Ordinand Library has been looking at ways to mone-
tize their digital catalogue of over 1200+ ebooks.

The opportunity presented itself when Sons and Friends of
the Clergy, a charity that works with the clergy of the
Anglican Communion agreed to provide a grant providing
free access to the much sought after SPCK library of books.

However the biggest challenge was to make over 1200
ebook available to 1600 students.
